Provide detailed feedback of child’s progress on lesson plans so that age appropriate books
and activities can be selected by America Reads student coordinator

Fill out HWS paperwork (time-sheets and evaluations) accurately and on time

Work with child to fill out a “Family Update” each week so that families are informed of
